Reptiles in the News 
 

You have heard of the Burmese Pythons invading Florida.  You have heard about the Iguanas that are also in 
South Florida.  What if someone released an animal like that around here?   

 
That would depend on what time of year it is when the animal is released.  If a reptile that is not native to Ohio 
is released during the winter, chances are it will die because of the cold.  However if it is released during the 

spring, summer or even fall they could live for a short time, depending on the temperatures. 
 

Just a couple weeks ago we here at CCO received a phone call from Marjon Kennels in Batavia, OH.  They 
found a snake by their pond and it just didn’t seem right.  It was between 6 & 7 feet long and didn’t look like 

anything they had ever seen around here.   
So they sent me some pictures and asked if I could possibly identify it.   

 
What they sent me were photos of a snake that is native to South America:  A Boa Constrictor!  These snakes 

can grow between 9 – 11 feet long and are capable of killing a child.  This snake was, no doubt, somebody’s pet 
and either got out or was let go in the wild right here!  However it was too cold for this snake to survive and it 
perished.  While these photos aren’t pretty, I want you to take a look at the photo of the snakes head and his 

teeth!  These snakes bite first and then constrict their prey.   
 

This is a reminder:  if you decide to get a pet please do the research.  If you get one and can no longer care for it 
find a rescue group that can help out.
