Coming to you from Senegal to Togo in West Afrisdhie Ball
Python. This calm, docile snake has made its wiythe homes of
millions of Americans.

This pythons head is flat on top with round eyks.snout is square
and boxy with heavy jaw muscles that make the sifi¢ise head
bulge outwards behind the eyes. A constrictos, piython holds it
prey using more than 100 sharp teeth.

Full grown these pythons can be between 3 & 5dadtlive 20 to 25
years in captivity. This is a common pet becatigeaasily handled,
rarely strikes at humans, and would rather hida tenfront
something much bigger than they are.

If you are looking for a snake that makes a griestt pet, a Ball
Python could be what you're looking for. Often éisnCCO receives
these snakes in as rescues and currently we heeeabkap for
adoption.
