Make sure they have plenty of water and are fed,
regularly. If you feed your reptile and there @& n
enough heat the food could rot in your pets stoma
with deadly consequences. However some animd
may stop eating, or not eat as much, during theerol

months. Ball Pythons, for example, tend to slow

down their food intake when the weather is coolel.

Continue to offer them food during their regular
feeding days.

If you have a cat or dog please make sure notiele
them outside for long periods of time in the cold

weather, especially if there is snow on the ground.

They need to stay warm, too, and they depend on
to provide a warm home for them.
