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By now we have all heard and read about the 

Burmese Python problem in Florida.  Well now 
there is some new information regarding the 

impact this is having on the ecosystem. 
 

At this point there are estimated to be tens of 
thousands of these reptiles on the loose.   

What began as pet owners that let their pythons 
go as they got too big has resulted in these 
animals being down in Florida for good.   

 
A large number of raccoons, opossums, bobcats 
and other mammals are being wiped out.  In a 

report issued on Monday, January 30th scientists 
state that the number of mammals is down, some 

as much as 99%, in these areas where the 
pythons are found.

The father and brother could do nothing but 
sit and watch.  The croc was so large it ended up eating the 

little girl.  Rescuers were called and the only thing they 
could find was her dress and a hair ribbon.   

 
This is the second attack in 2 months in the same area.   

In December a 12-year-old boy was also attacked and eaten 
by a crocodile.  Local authorities are going to close down
