The Nile Monitor Lizard, native to Africa, is cangi some real problems at the Homestead Air Re®age near
Miami, Florida. Nile Monitor’s are not uncommon ang reptile enthusiasts. They are frequently kept
collections because of their size and pattern.

These lizards can grow up to 6 feet long, weighuado30 pounds, and have an incredibly voraciougtiigp They
have been seen eating native Florida wildlife idoig the protected Burrowing Owl. There are so yrnamasive
lizards in Florida that scientists believe theimiers outweigh the native lizards that should leeeth

When an invasive species is released into an hegashould not be, the delicate balance of natuir@érrupted.
The invasive animals will begin to eat the natil@nps and animals. In the case of the Nile Monitioey are not
only eating the native wildlife but also causinggal problem for residents as well as the Air Reser

The base is close to the Everglades and BiscaytierfdhParks, both of which are home to a largediity of
wildlife that regularly spill into the base’s woaalids and wetlands. Agency employees patrol theaysi on a
regular basis to shoo away birds, capture lizaadd,deal with any other animals that h&wend their way onto th
landing strip.

Because they breathe and drink through their gkihere are any harmful
materials in the water amphibians are the firghtow signs of it. They
have no protective coating, like scales or a shelbrotect them. So if
there is a hazardous material in the water it giiegtly into the animal.
