Animals in the News (sort of) 
 

Everyone has heard about the oil leak in the Gulf of Mexico.  As of the release of this newsletter the estimates of 
how much oil has really been released into the ocean range from 20.1 million gallons to 173.7 million gallons.  
We have all seen the news stories, we have all read the papers.  11 people lost their lives and were never found.  
Nothing that is being attempted to stop this leak seems to be working.  We have seen the pictures and videos of 

the oil washing up on the shorelines.  However there’s one thing that hasn’t been shown on television:  the 
animals that have already died because of this oil disaster. 

 
To date nobody can really be sure just how many animals have already been killed, nor can we predict just how 
this will affect marine animals.  What is being seen are dead animals washing up on the shore:  birds, sea turtles, 
dolphins, fish, crabs and many more.  However, this isn’t just about the animals that were living.  Many animals 
are laying eggs or giving birth during this time.  If the oil reaches the eggs or the young this could kill them very 

quickly.  If they make it and are born, the food they eat could be contaminated.   
 

There is no doubt that the affects of this oil spill will be long lasting.  There are many organizations out there 
helping to clean any animal that is found alive.  Please donate to the organization of your choice so that these
