Earlier this year Kristal Stone and a few of hawvotkers stumbled upon a snake in the woods ndtdar their
office building in New Port Richey, FL. They hages snakes before but nothing this big. What thegd

was a deceased Albino Burmese Python measuring aBoun length.

Landscape crews found it curled up by a bush, raximg. They poked it with sticks and shovels and
determined that it was dead. With that they slredicdt out and measured it and snapped a few plagibg.
The Florida Fish and Wildlife Commission was calle@nd a representative was sent to the scenter Af

documenting what was found they rolled it into Wods to let nature take its course.

Burmese Pythons are a problem in southern Floridas python, like the rest, are typically a famlgt until it
gets too big to care for, feed and handle so theyedeased into the wild. Some scientists belteeeanimals
are moving into more northern parts of Florida & thing is clear: these snakes are here to stay.
