Reptiles in the News 
 
Sea Turtle nesting season begins May 1st and runs through October 31st in Florida.  Anyone living or 
visiting Florida’s coasts are urged to take specific precautions during these months to ensure the safety of 
these amazing animals.   
 
Hatchling sea turtles only have about a 1 in 1000 chance of survival, so we need to do our part to help 
these animals survive.  Fill all holes that you or your children dig when you leave the beach.  Level all 
sandcastles prior to leaving for the day.  Remove all chairs, tables, and any other possible obstacles at the 
end of the day.  Observe all leash laws for your dogs.  THROW AWAY YOUR TRASH!  Trash, 
especially plastic, is often times ingested mistakenly by the sea turtles and can cause death.  Under no 
circumstance should you disturb a nesting sea turtle, their nests, or their hatchlings.   
 
All lights that illuminate the beaches should be turned off at night.  If you are on the beach at night, only 
use a low-beam light aimed directly at the ground.  Lights can inhibit female sea turtles from nesting and 
disorient hatchlings.  Do your part to keep Florida’s sea turtles healthy, happy and here for generations to 
come.

Animal Intake Spotlight for May, 2009 
 
This month’s we are looking at an Albino Burmese Python.  This 
python came in to CCO in early April.  His previous owners had 
cared for him, fed him, and had him since he was a baby back in 
1993!   
 
When we received him he had retained an eyecap from a previous 
shedding, which isn’t uncommon.  Snakes have a clear scale over 
their eye called a “spectacle” which sheds with the rest of the snake.  
After getting him home we attempted to remove the eyecap 
ourselves.  His eye was swollen, and he seemed to be in a little bit of 
pain.  We took him to the vet the next morning and attempted to 
remove the eyecap there.  During the attempt it quickly became 
obvious there was more than 1 eyecap on his eye.  The eye quickly 
prolapsed, coming out of the eye socket.  We returned to the vet the 
following day to assess the situation.  Surgery was done immediately 
in an attempt to save his eye.  Unfortunately this was not possible and 
it had to be removed.   
 
We are happy to report that after the surgery he is in much less pain 
than before, continues to eat well, and is on the road to recovery.
