Reptiles in the News 
 

Ravenswood, WV residents are on alert after a Reticulated 
Python escaped from its owners home.  Ty Donohue is 
telling everyone not to be afraid of his 9’ snake because 

this one is “gentle” and  
sleeps in his bed with him at night.   

 
Native to Southeast Asia Reticulated Pythons are the 

longest snake species  
growing to lengths of more than 25 feet.   
This size snake could easily kill an adult  

and has the ability to eat a  
dog or cat.  Police are warning 

residents to keep an close eye on their children and pets.  
Since the escape many rumors about the snake have 

surfaced.  One stated the snake is more than 16’ long and 
another stated an elderly woman died of a heart attack 

after seeing the snake. 
 

A nearby elementary school is being cautious as well.  
The principal and teachers all keep an eye out for the 

snake during recess as well as  
before and after school.

Cool Critters Outreach takes in 27 Reptiles from 1 home! 
 

On Wednesday, April 28th CCO received a call from the Clermont County Humane Society regarding the 
intake of several reptiles.  Due to a domestic dispute these animals were not able to be cared for by their 

owner.  We were asked if we could work with him to house his animals until a later date.  What we saw were 
horrid conditions.  Inside a 2 bedroom mobile home were 27 reptiles, more than a dozen cats and kittens, 
fish, mice, rats and cockroaches (in a cage).  The mice and rats were horribly diseased (he was breeding 
them to be used as food), the home smelled terrible and all of the cages had several days worth of feces. 

 
We quickly assessed the home room by room to see what we needed.  While there were some healthy 

animals there were several that are in need of medical attention.  Those that need some assistance include a 
wild-caught soft shell turtle who had fishing line hanging out of his mouth which means chances are good 

that there is a fishing hook in his throat.  There were 2 bearded dragons that were thin, a large Burmese 
python that was underweight and had old shed on him, several snakes that had multiple scars and a water 

turtle that had a growth on his head.   
 

If you decide to get a pet please make sure you can care for it properly.  These animals didn’t ask to live in 
small, soiled cages.  They need much more attention than they are receiving.  Unfortunately we had to return 

the animals to their owner as we have no legal right to keep them unless the humane society seizes them.
