A group of good Samaritans in Canada came across a bull 
snake that had been injured. 

 
A couple who was taking a walk on Saturday came across the 

wounded snake that was bleeding from 2 places by its tail.  The 
couple called vets and fish and wildlife officials but they 

weren’t having much luck in finding the help they needed.  
They took the animal to the Police Point Park Interpretive 

Centre where a park employee determined the wounds were 
most likely from a dog bite. 

 
The employee located 2 veterinarians who took on the 

challenge of helping this reptile in need.  The wounds this 
snake fell victim to damaged his reproductive organs, which 

needed to be amputated (ouch).  The snake pulled through just 
fine and is now eating well and recovering at the Valley Pet

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Animal Spotlight for September, 2009 
 

The corn snake is often thought of to be one of the best snakes for the 
beginning reptile enthusiast.  They received their name because of the 
pattern on their belly that resembles Indian Corn.  They were used by 

old southern farmers to help control the rodent population as they 
were harvesting their corn in what was called a “crib” or a wooden 

building.  The corn attracted the rodents and the rodents in turn 
attracted the snakes, which the farmers were thankful for. 

 
In captivity these snakes can be hardy animals.  They are often easily 

handled and will help teach the young reptile lover about 
responsibility.  Weekly feeding, changing the water daily, frequent 

cage cleaning…it’s all part of caring for this beautiful snake. 
 

If you are looking for a great snake for your son or daughter, or even 
for yourself think about a corn snake.  I speak from experience, as a 

corn snake is what started this whole Cool Critters Outreach 
organization.
